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1-To drive a motor vehicle, the driver must carry the vehicle reglstrat!on document,
a valid driving license for the corresponding vehicle category, and a compulsory
msurance certificate.

2 From half an hour after sunset to half an hour before sunrise and during the day
in tunnels, in. case of fog, snowfall, heavy rain and in any other case of poor

visibility, during the movement of vehicles the side lights must be kept on.

3-Drivers must turn off their headlights and switch to dipped beam headlights
when they are about to pass other Vehlcles to allow the drivers of oncoming
vehicles to continue their journey easily and safely.

4-A continuous transverse line indicates the limit before which the driver is
obliged to stop the veh!c{e to comply with traffic llght regulations or the "stop and
give way".

5-It’s prohibited parking on carriageways marked with a continuous line, driving
over the longitudinal lines, except when changing lanes, driving of unauthorlzed
vehicles in reserved lanes.

6-At pedestrian crossings, drivers must yield to pedestrians about to cross the
road or who have begun to cross it; drivers must do the same with cyclists at cycle

Crossings. — NON E.ST&D\T}:&-

7-For cars, the inspection must be carried out within four years from the date of
first registration and subsequently every two years, in compliance with the
specific deadlines established by the Community directives.

| 8-Anyone driving a vehicle that has not undergone the required inspection is
subject to an administrative fine ranging from € 173 to € 694. The vehicle is
suspended from circulation until the inspection is completed.
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9-Motor vehicles must be equrpped at the front and rear, w:th a license plate
containing the registration data. The license plates are personal and cannot be

associated with more than one vehicle at the same time. ~Now ESTRATTA

10-Upon issuance of a driving license, a score of twenty points is assigned. This
score Is deducted, following a violation of one of the provisions for which the
‘| additional administrative sanction of driving license suspension is prowded

11- Speed checkpoints on the road network must be pre-marked and clearly
visible, using signs or light signaling devices, in accordance with the provisions

| established in the implementing regulation of the Highway Code.

12- Road users are required to comply with the behaviors imposed by road signs
and traffic officers. Anyone who fails to comply with the behaviors mdlcated is
subject to an admtnlstrative fine ranging from €42 to €173.

13- Adriver overtaking avehicle or other road userin front of him in the same lane,
after signaling, must move to the left of the vehicle, quickly overtake it Whlle

keeping an adequate lateral distance from it.  ~ Nea TSTAATTA

14- While driving, vehicles must maintain a safe distance from the vehicle in front
to ensure timely stopping and avoid collisions with vehicles in front. Outside built-

| up areas a distance of at least 100 m must be maintained.

15- Drivers in’tending to enter the flow of traffic, change direction or lane, reverse,
turn right or left, enter another road, enter a place not subject to publsc access, |
or stop, must give sufficient advance notice of their intention.

16-Outside built-up areas, the use of acoustic signaling devices is permitted
whenever environmental or traffic conditions require it to avoid accidents. During
nighttime, the acoustic signal may be replaced by short-pulse light signals.
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17- A stop is defined as a temporary suspension of movement, to allow
passengers to board or disembark, or for other very brief needs. During the stop,
the driver must be present and ready to resume movement.

18- The police authorities order the removal of vehictes on roads where, by order
of the road owner, the parking of vehicles constitutes serious obstruction or
danger to road traffic.

19- Outside built-up areas, cars that are stationary on the roadway, when they
cannot be seen from a sufficient distance by those approaching from behind,
must be pre-warned with the mobile danger signal.

20- Driving after consuming alcoholic beverages' or under the influence of
alcoholic beverages is prohibited for drivers under twenty-one years of age and
drivers in the first three years after obtaining a category B driving license.

21- Drivers are proh:btted from usmg smartphones that require them to take their
hands off the steermg wheel, except for drivers of vehicles operated by the armed
forces. :

22- Road users are required to stop at the request of officers, when they are in
uniform. Drivers of vehicles are required to show, upon request of officers, their
vehicle registration document and driving license.

23-The officers may order the driver of a vehicle not to continue driving if the visual
signaling and lighting devices or tires exhibit defects or irregularities that pose a
serious risk to their own or others' safety.
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24- Public security agencies may establish checkpoints and use means to ensure,
without risk of accidents, the gradual stopping of vehicles that fail to stop despite

an order issued with appropriate signals.

25-Anyone who, through a single action or omission, violates several provisions
that provide for administrative pecuniary sanctions is subject to the sanctlon
provided for the most serious violation mcreased up to three times.
